美国司法概论
This course will cover the foundations of American law, starting with the United States Constitution.  Students will learn about the three branches of the federal government, and the relationship of the federal government to the sovereign states.  From there, we will focus most of our attention on contracts (goods and services) and property, including intellectual property.  The students will learn the basic framework of the federal court system, so that they are familiar with the foundation of the district courts, the appellate circuit courts, and the United States Supreme Court.  They will also learn about the state court system, to the extent that they may be aware that the state courts are courts of general jurisdiction, and may have a very basic notion of the disputes generally heard in each judicial system.  Time permitting, we will also discuss the federal (administrative) agencies, so that they have an idea of the relationship of statutes to regulations.

REPRESENTATIVE MATTERS HANDLED

Represent the largest user of H-1B visas in the United States: Supervise the preparation of hundreds of H-1B petitions for the high-tech corporation reported by the government to be the user of the greatest number of H-1Bs in the country. This includes advising the company regarding compliance with Department of Labor regulations regarding matters such as maintaining H-1B public access files, electronically posting notices of Labor Condition Application filings, temporary placement of H-1B workers, and complying with administrative requirements following mergers and acquisitions.

International commercial transactions: Advise a variety of U.S., Chinese, and multinational corporations on legal issues and U.S. and foreign government policies affecting international trade, investments and business transactions. Structure, negotiate, document, and implement international commercial transactions, often working with foreign counsel.
Represent hospitals, medical groups, and public health departments throughout the United States with respect to immigration and employment issues for physicians and other health care workers: Represent a large number of hospitals, medical groups, and public health departments throughout the United States. This mostly consists of preparing employment contracts, H-1s, O-1s, J-1 waivers, labor certifications, national interest waivers, and outstanding researcher and professor petitions. Health care institutions, especially those in rural areas and inner cities, often consider good immigration law representation to be a key recruitment and retention tool.

Representation in EB-1 and O-1 extraordinary ability, outstanding researcher and professor, and national interest waiver cases: Supervise the preparation of a high volume of such cases, which involve developing evidence of the foreign national’s accomplishments supported by expert testimony demonstrating that the foreign national meets the legal standard for the classification sought. Emphasis on high tech researchers, medical researchers, professors, classical musicians, and other professionals.

Urban v. INS, 123 F.3d 644 (7th Cir. 1997): Briefed and argued this pro bono appeal, in which the Seventh Circuit held that the Board of Immigration Appeals abused its discretion in denying suspension of deportation to an elderly Polish woman employed as an office cleaner. The Court noted the thorough and aggressive briefing of the case, which “attack[ed] the Board’s ... determination on every conceivable front.” The Court reversed the Board and held that the Board must articulate a reasoned basis for its decision, must address the evidence submitted by the foreign national, and must not base its ruling on mere speculation.

Representation in employment verification (I-9) compliance matters: Ongoing practice representing corporations with respect to I-9 compliance matters. A recent independent audit of one such corporation with over 100,000 employees showed a remarkably low rate of paperwork errors (below 2%), virtually all of which would be considered by INS as merely technical or procedural violations.

Citizenship and naturalization practice: Substantial practice representing clients in citizenship and naturalization applications and administrative appeals, as well as denaturalization proceedings.
